Write
an article for your school magazine, in which you describe the benefits of studying history. In your
writing, create a sense of the importance of history and an enthusiasm for learning about the past.

Write
the texts of their speeches (300-450 words each).

6 An environmental organisation has produced a short video to raise awareness of the need to
protect the environment. Write the voiceover script for this video. In your writing, create a sense of
the importance of being environmentally friendly.
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
