The Ufe of 2AGNIOS is {o well known in {everal Parts of the World, that
they are almoft as much frequented as their Churches. *T'would be tedious
to relate, how many Diftempers3, and what Inconveniencies are thereby
prevented, amongft the Inhabitants of thofe Countries ; Experience daily
thews it, and Reafon evidently confirms it. *Twould be impertinent here
to Philofophife, and tel you how Perfpiration and Friction being improved,
exceedingly promote Health, and prevent Diftempers: we only tel the Vulgar,
It’s certainly {o ; let their Experience difprove us, and we’l beg their Pardon
for our Confidence. For, this we certainly declare, from what we know,
both from the Diftates of Reafon, and the Infallibility of daily Experience,
That wel-tempered Bagnios (as this really is) are of extraordinary Ufe, not
only in preventing feveral Maladies, and in preferving in the Body a good
Conftitution ; but likewife in curing Colds, Rheumatifms, Pains, furfeits
gotten by immoderate Eating, Drinking, or Motion: They refrefh the Body
after a wearifom Journey ; they render a Man brifk and vigorous ; his Joynts
are made more nimble, his Limbs more fupple : In fine, No one thing can
tend more to the promoting of Health, than the frequent Ufe of Bagnios.

No lefs likewife may the Ufe of MINERAL BATHS be commended.
What pleafure do the Inhabitants of moft Countries but Britain take in
Bathing? For Pleafure Nothing can furpafs it ; for Health and Profit
Bathing is not inconfiderable. How pleafant is it to float upon a Water where
one cannot {ink? to feel ones fkin and Pores penetrated by the wholefome
Mineral Particles that glide about in, and fill the interfperfed Cavities of
thofe Waters?
